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Acacia melanoxylon, Tasmanian
Blackwood

A densely foliaged moderate sized
tree with pale yellow flowers from
July to October. This tree tolerates a
variety of sites, but prefers moist
well-drained soil, with cool climatic
conditions. A very adaptable species
tolerant of most frosts, this tree is
suitable for shelter, shade or as a
specimen tree. Height range: 5 to
25m

Eucalyptus ovata, Swamp Gum

A hardy medium sized tree that has
the capacity of reaching 30m in
ideal conditions. Growing mostly in
north and astern Tasmania,
particularly useful in poorly drained
soils. A good nectar producing tree
making it a bird attracting species.
Height generally to about 15m.

Acacia mucronata, Narrow-leaf
Wattle

Evergreen tree native to Tasmania
with narrow leaves and narrow finger
like clusters of yellow blossom.
Adaptable but generally preferring
well-drained soils. Height 4 —5m but
variable.

Eucalyptus pauciflora, Cabbage
Gum

A hardy medium sized tree from
Tasmania, Victoria and NSW and
often growing at high altitudes.
Attractive white bark on upper
parts of the tree. Tolerates cold

w conditions, some drought and

~ generally prefers rich soil. Height to
about 20m

Allocasuarina littoralis, Bull Oak

A very hardy evergreen medium
sized Tasmanian native tree.
Adaptable and growing naturally in
poor dry sites, including coastal
environments. Frost, wind and
drought resistant.

Height range 4 —8m

Eucalyptus pulchella, White
Peppermint

Small to medium sized tree native
to the Tasmanian east coast and
the Hobart region. Attractive
smooth white bark and fine dense
foliage. Tolerates cold conditions.
Height range 6 —18m

Allocasuarina verticillata, She Oak
A very hardy evergreen medium
sized tree. Adaptable and growing
naturally in poor dry sites from
coastal to dry elevated midlands
environments. Frost, wind and
drought resistant. 4 —10m

Eucalyptus viminalis, White Gum
#A hardy mid-sized tree widespread
§in Tasmania apart from alpine
areas and common in the midlands
in dry open woodlands. Has the
capacity to become a very tall tree
\./in ideal conditions. Attractive white
& upper branches. Variable height.

Callistemon pallidus, Lemon
Bottlebrush

A tough and hardy shrub that
tolerates dry, frost as well as moist
conditions. An adaptable Tasmanian
native shrub, useful for screening and
a good bird attracter. Tip prune
lightly to maintain shape and
promote flowering. Lemon flowers in
spring. Height & width about 4m x
2m

Leptospermum scoparium,
Manuka or Tea Tree

Tall bushy hardy shrub or small tree
with white spring flowers. Excellent
as a screen plant in many
conditions, including part shade. A
hardy species which tolerates most
frosts. Height to about 2 -5m or
taller.
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Callistemon viridiflorus, Mountain
Bottlebrush

A hardy dense rounded shrub with
pale green bottlebrush flowers, and
endemic to Tasmania. Tolerates cold
and poorly drained conditions. A

good screen and bird attracting plant.

Height & width 1-3m x 1-3m

Melaleuca squamea, Swamp
Honey-myrtle

Hardy shrub widespread in
Tasmania with attractive pale
purple/pink flowers. Useful bird
attracting shrub, best suited to
moist soil conditions.

Height range 2 —3m

Dodonaea viscosa, Hop Bush

Tall shrub of 2-3 metres or taller
which is commonly found growing on
light sandy soils. This variable bushy
shrub has shiny bright green sticky
leaves and during spring, papery
reddish three-winged fruits. This
Tasmanian native species is very
hardy, being able to tolerate a wide
range of conditions, and is also
widespread throughout Australia.

Melaleuca squarrosa, Scented
Paperbark

A common shrub from wet scrub
and heath environments. Fine
scented leaves and yellowish-white
bottlebrush flowers. Natural
habitat is the costal ranges of south
eastern Australia. Suitable as a
screen, and good bird attracting
qualities. Height generally about
5m

Melaleuca squarrosa, Slender
Honey-myrtle

A small dense rounded shrub with
fine aromatic foliage and

mauve flowers in summer. An
adaptable shrub tolerating a wide
range of conditions, and relatively
maintenance free. Native to
Tasmania and coastal South
Australian and Victoria. 2m x 2m
